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The Third to Sixth Dynasties make up the Old A
Kingdom. The king’s power continued to grow
during this period. The earlv-Third Dvnasty King
Djoser built an even grander tomb, this time back
in Saggara. He intended to built a mastaba tomb
like the kings of the First and Second Dvnasties.
This was graduallv expanded. and five successive
mastabas were built on top of one another,
resulting in Egvpt’s first pyramid and oldest fully
stone structure, the Step Pyvramid. The attempted
step pvramids of the other kings of the Third
Dvnasty were never completed. presumably due
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
